HIGH COURT (FULL COURT)


Appeals on criminals and civil matter from single judge of High Court.





HIGH COURT (SINGLE JUDGE)


Appeals from NSW Court of Appeal on criminal and civil matters. 





NSW COURT OF APPEAL


This is part of the Supreme Court, but it usually has three judges. It appeals from single just of NSW, Supreme Court and NSW District Courts.





NSW SUPREME COURT (SINGLE JUDGE)


~ Very serious criminal cases such as murder and treason.�~ Civil cases involving over $750,000.


~ Civil matters such as wills, injunctions, admiralty. 





NSW DISTRICT COURT�~ Serious criminal cases such as armed robbery, sexual assault.


~ Civil cases between $40,000 and $75,000.


~ Appeals from Local Courts. 


 





CORONER’S COURT�Investigations about unexplained deaths and fires.
